ELIGABILITY 
 
Applicants for this course must be eligible, and apply accord-
ing to the eligibility guidelines stipulated by the Victorian 
State Government, under the Victorian Training Guarantee.  
 
However, currently the requirements are: 
• an Australian citizen; or a holder of a permanent visa; or a holder of a 
Special Category Visa (sub-class 444); or an East Timorese asylum 
seeker; or a holder of a Temporary Protection Visa. 
And: 
• Young people aged 15 – 19 years who are undertaking an AQF level 
qualification at any qualification level regardless of prior level of 
qualification held; or Young people aged 20 – 24 years who are undertak-
ing an AQF level qualification higher than the highest qualification held; or 
Retrenched workers aged 25 years and over who are undertaking an 
AQF level qualification higher than the highest qualification held.
